 When we meet students in the library we 

often ask them a few questions. Part of this may be 

out of curiosity, but mostly we ask questions to 

find out what they might need for their research. 

Students use the library to 

find information for the 

many papers that they write 

during their college years. 

 One of the concerns 

educators might have is the 

students rush to use ―the 

internet‖ for their research. 

In the library we use the internet a lot. The differ-

ence may be in what we use on 

the internet. If you use resources you find by a 

search engine like Google, or even Google Scholar,  

a student will have to work much harder to under-

stand how reliable the resource is. We tell students 

that Google is great for finding a new restaurant or 

a movie review, but for a journal article on diabetes 

it isn’t so good.  

 In the library we use resources called bib-

liographic databases rather than the internet for do-

ing academic research. The databases collect to-

gether lots of articles from magazines, journals and 

newspapers; images; and research reports. A li-

brary usually pays a subscription fee for access to 

these collections. We access databases through the 

internet, but a database is not a web search engine at 

all. 

 You might use a different re-

source for a science class than you 

would for an English class or a philoso-

phy class. A subject list of our databases 

can be found on our website.  This can 

help to guide you to a database that will 

be the most helpful when researching a 

subject. 

  Our staff can help you determine what is 

available and what might be the right resource to use. 

So asking questions helps us lead you to the right tool 

whether you are researching a paper for ethics, for 

environmental science, or nursing. All of the re-

sources can be accessed from on-campus through the 

library website.  

 If you are at home or work off campus access 

is available via the VPN Portal link described on the 

Off Campus Access to Databases page. This remote 

access is provided by Computer Services and any 

problems with using this login should be conveyed to 

the HelpDesk at Computer Services: 816-501-4347.

 We chose the National Center for Family Lit-

eracy to receive our books.

19th Century British Library  

Newspapers   

 Through the generous donation of the Rock-

hurst University Library Guild a significant digital 

collection of primary source materials is now avail-

able for use through the 19th Century British Library 

Newspapers. This digital collection will be of value 

to many disciplines given the global influence of 

19th century Britain.  The content in this collection 

numbers over 2 million pages, the equivalent of 

over 150,000 print volumes! 

 

Credo Reference 

 

 Scholarly subject encyclopedias, dictionaries 

and other reference materials are now available 

online through the Credo Reference database.  Over 

400 titles are available in this 

product and new titles are added 

regularly from publishers in all 

academic disciplines.  The data-

base includes graphic files such 

as audio, video and images, be-

sides text files.  This product will 

provide students and faculty 24/7 

access to scholarly content not available for free on 

the internet…not even in Wikipedia!  Additional 

features include Concept Map searching, a Cross-

word puzzle solver, measurement conversions, just 

to name a few.

 Through MOREnet, which is one of the pro-

viders of the university’s internet service, the li-

brary receives several databases through a program 

called REAL (Remote Electronic Access for Librar-

ies).
