CLIO Notes Now Available in the America History & Life EBSCOhost Database 

 The library has holdings 

of Rockhurst Archival materials 

that may be used by library pa-

trons. These include: Microfilm 

copies of the student newspaper, 

"The Rockhurst Sentinel" (1919-

1958), and "The Hawk"(1958-

1997), that may be found in the 

Microfilm holdings in the base-

ment of the Library. Copies of 

"The Sentinel" (1998-present), 

are in the Archive holdings and 

can be accessed on request. Se-

lected CD copies of lectures by 

various Visiting Scholars from 

the Visiting Scholar Lecture Se-

ries have been made and a listing 

can be found in the catalog of 

Greenlease Library holdings. A 

collection of ―The Rock,‖ the stu-

dent yearbook, can be found in 

the Reference Section on the first 

floor. Use the Online Catalog and 

do a titlee search for ―Rockhurst 

yearbook.‖ They run from 1948 

to present.  All of the yearbooks 

printed are in the Archive hold-

ings and can be accessed on re-

quest.
